God Told Moses Specifically What To Do And What Would Happen

It's time for you to go back: I'm sending you to Pharoah to bring my people, the People
of Isreal, out of Eygpt.” “I will be with you,” God said. Exodus 3:10-11

God hardened Pharaoh in his stubbornness. He wouldn’t listen, just as God had said to
Moses. Our stubbornness can lead to divine hardening.

Why didn’t Moses believe God? “Jesus promised that in the world His followers
would have trouble, but they can take heart because He has overcome the world.”
John 16:33

Moses Gave God an Excuse After Excuse (Five Times)

Exodus 3-4 depicts the excuses Moses gave:

1. “Whoam I?”- I'm inadequate

. “What if they ask your name?”- What if | don’t know the right thing to say
. “They will not believe me”- People won't listen to me. (who am 1)

. “I'am slow of speech”- What if | mess up?
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. “Send someone else”- | just don’'t want to do it.

Moses used what was in his hand eight times to do the miraculous for God’s people.
Imagine how God could use us if we stop giving some of the excuses we give.
