He was by watching his own people be oppressed: Even though

he was raised to learn Egyptian Laws and Culture, it still grieved him to know that
HIS people were being abused by the Egyptians.

He took time out to speak to his own people about how they were treating each
other: Even after killing the Egyptian, it him to see his people fighting
and/or not living in peace.

He could and watch the Midianite women be bullied:
After fleeing to Midian, he still took time to help and provide justice for Zipporah and
her sisters (they weren’t even his people)

Moses: A Man of Many Excuses & Misconceptions

God Told Moses Specifically What To Do And What Would Happen
1. It’s time for you to go back: I’'m sending you to Pharoah to bring my people, the
People of Isreal, out of Eygpt.” “I will be with you,” God said. Exodus 3:10-11

2. God hardened Pharaoh in his stubbornness. He wouldn’t listen, just as God had
said to Moses. Our can lead to divine hardening.

3. Whydidn’t Moses God? “Jesus promised that in the world His
followers would have trouble, but they can take heart because He has overcome
the world.” John 16:33



Moses Gave God an Excuse After Excuse (Five Times)

Exodus 3-4 depicts the excuses Moses gave:

1. “Who am I?”- ’m inadequate

2. “What if they ask your name?”- What if | don’t know the right thing to say
3. “They will not believe me”- People won’t listen to me. (who am |)

4. “l am slow of speech”- What if | mess up?

5. “Send someone else”- | just don’t want to do it.
